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The Trainee Project Grant was first proposed at the Singapore Society of Pathology’s 25th Annual General Meeting in 2001 to enable the Society to increase its involvement and contribution to members who are pathology trainees. The grant was first offered to trainees in 2002.

The purpose of this grant is to enable a project to be carried out as part of the requirements for advanced specialty training and to encourage trainees to participate in research. The value of this grant is up to S$4000 and the award will be offered on an annual basis. 
Annex One contains the rules of the Trainee Grant.

DETAILS OF THE GRANT APPLICATION:




1. Eligibility

The grant is open to all pathology trainees who 

a) are members of the Singapore Society of Pathology

b) have been pathology trainees for not less than 6 months before application for the grant

c) are registered pathology trainees as recognised by the Ministry of Health 

The trainee must be the principal investigator of the project proposed. Preference will be given to trainees who have not yet established a record of significant research.

2. Definitions


For the purpose of this grant, a trainee in pathology is defined as any qualified medical practitioner, fully registered with the Singapore Medical Council, who

a) does not hold the FRCPath, FRCPA, or any equivalent qualification;

b) is not a Fellow of the Academy of Medicine, Singapore, while also not in possession of any of the above qualifications listed in subsection (a); and

c) is not recognized by the Ministry of Health, Singapore, as having completed advanced training in any of the following fields of pathology:

i) Histopathology

ii) Cytopathology

iii) Clinical Microbiology

iv) Clinical Virology

v) Clinical Biochemistry

vi) Immunopathology

vii) Clinical Cytogenetics

viii) Clinical Haematology

ix) Forensic Pathology

x) Toxicology

xi) Oral Pathology

xii) General Pathology

3. Subject

· Research should be conducted in a field listed in section 2c)

· Preference will be given to projects which will contribute to the development of new laboratory procedures or which are designed to provide patient benefit.

4. Other Conditions

· Support will not be provided to bridge a shortfall in the budget of a project already funded by another body.

· Research projects have to be approved by the head of section and the relevant ethics committee.  The latter may be waived if the head of section states that ethics approval is not required for the proposed project.
· Research projects are to be completed within one year of receipt of the grant.

· The recipient of the grant will have to write a report of his/her findings for the SSP upon completion of the project. In addition, he/she will be expected to present his/her findings at the Annual Scientific Meeting of the Chapter of Pathologists, Academy of Medicine and Singapore Society of Pathology.

· The Council of the Singapore Society of Pathology will decide on the projects to be awarded the trainee grant.
· No grant will be awarded for that particular year if the projects submitted are not deemed to be of sufficient merit.
